OCPD NARC’S CONTINUE TO BUST BOARDWALK DRUG DEALS 
 

The Ocean City Police Department is continuing to proactively keep drugs out of 
Ocean City and away from the Ocean City boardwalk.  This weekend, the OCPD 
Narcotics Unit conducted two “buy/bust” operations.  In all, two arrests were made 
and a total of 24 grams of Marijuana was seized. 
 
The first suspect, a 16-year-old juvenile, was arrested and charged with Distribution of 
Marijuana.  The juvenile was in possession of 20 grams of Marijuana and $161.00 in U.S. 
Currency.  The second incident resulted in the arrest, of a 15-year-old juvenile, who 
was arrested and charged with Distribution of Marijuana.  This  juvenile was in 
possession of 4 grams of Marijuana and $249.00 in U.S. Currency. 
 
The Ocean City Police Department reminds citizens that buying and selling illegal 
drugs on the boardwalk, or any other place in Ocean City, will not be tolerated.  The 
OCPD has officers patrolling in uniform, undercover and plain clothed capacities to 
combat this type of behavior.  Officers will continue to conduct operations throughout 
Ocean City to assure that Ocean City is safe and free of drugs.
